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Participants with low mood wanted for brain stimulation study
Study: Effect of iTBS on emotional processing

Researchers at the Department of Psychiatry, University of Oxford are seeking right-handed volunteers aged 18-45 years with symptoms of low mood for a Transcranial Magnetic Stimulation (TMS) study.

The purpose of this study is to improve treatment for people suffering from depression and test if novel brain stimulation changes emotion recognition.
